5. Valuing the role of parents as members of the educational team;

6. Providing all students enhanced opportunities to learn from each other’s contributions;

7. Enabling students to participate in all aspects of school life including clubs, drama, sports, etc;

8. Works collaboratively with Team to enhance student’s education in the least restrictive environment;

9. Respect for all co-workers to work together as a unified team.  

We encourage all parents to reflect on the individuals that interface with your child everyday, and nominate the person that can and will make a lasting impact on your child.
